Water way: The Junction where Tuntable Creek flows into Terania Creek. Terania Creek then
flows on into Leycester Creek which meets the Wilsons River at Lismore.
Health check notes: There are two bends in the river so the testing site had deeper pools,
runs and riffles. The water had a little colour but no smell. The creek banks were grass,
weeds, dirf, rocks, tree frunks and native plants. The land uses are farming [cows), a bridge,
road, car park and local swimming spot. On our first testing day there were a few pieces of

human rulbbish. As well birds, crickets and flies were observed on the day.
